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Receiving Procedures
Every Morse pail handler is inspected prior to shipping. However, 
damage may be incurred during transit.

Check for visible damage. If you choose to accept damaged •	
freight, always sign noting the damage on the Bill of 
Lading. 

Document the damage and have the truck driver sign. We •	
recommend keeping a digital camera at your receiving dock 
for this purpose. 

Open packages expeditiously to check the condition of the •	
goods. There is only a 24 hour window to notify the carrier 
of any concealed damage. 

Immediately •	 report all damage to the shipping company! 
Then you may contact Morse for assistance with your 
freight claim. 

Morse Manufacturing will not be held responsible for any •	
damaged freight that is not signed for as damaged.

Limited 2 Year Warranty
Morse pail handling equipment is guaranteed against defects in 
workmanship or materials for two years when used properly within 
its rated capacity. Warranty does not cover wear from normal use or 
damage from accident or abuse. Motors and other purchased parts 
carry the warranties of their manufacturers.

For warranty claims, contact your Morse Dealer to obtain a 
return  authorization number, and for return freight advice. Return 
freight must be prepaid.

In all instances, liability is limited to the purchase price paid or to 
repairing or replacing the product. Customer assumes liability for 
any modifications, unauthorized repairs or parts substitution.

Standard ASME B30.20. The user should comply with all aspects of this standard.

Assembly Instructions
Place the hand wheel onto the shaft of the drum holder.1.	
Insert roll pin into underside of hand wheel collar and gently hammer through hole in shaft of drum holder to secure hand wheel on the 2.	
shaft.

Operating Instructions
Start with Pail-Karrier on the floor. Lower hoist and engage hoist hook to lift 1.	
Pail-Karrier.
Lock the pail holder in horizontal position for an upright pail using the spring 2.	
loaded plunger tilt-lock.
Raise hoist to lift Pail-Karrier clear of floor and transport it to the pail.3.	
Suspend the Pail-Karrier at a height which aligns the saddle (pail holder) with 4.	
center of pail.
If the pail has a pivoting wire handle, swing it to lay on the front side to clear the 5.	
back band of the saddle. Swing the front hinge band and clamp screw knob to 
the open position. Push the Pail-Karrier forward until the back band rests firmly 
against the pail.
Secure the pail: Swing the pail’s pivoting wire handle to lay on the back band 6.	
side of the saddle. Close the front hinge band tightly against the pail. Swing the 
clamp screw knob to engage the threaded rod into the notch on the front hinge 
band. Tighten the clamp screw knob to secure the pail into the saddle.
Raise hoist and position pail at pouring station.7.	
Before unlocking the tilt-lock to permit tilting the pail, it is recommended that 8.	
you steady the pail and be prepared for its possible tendency to tilt toward its 
heavier side.
With tilt-lock unlocked, use the hand wheel to tilt the pail for pouring. The pail 9.	
pouring angle may be varied or it can be locked in horizontal position with the 
tilt-lock.
After emptying, rotate pail back to vertical position and lower hoist to return the 10.	
empty pail.

Maintenance
Lubricate tilt lock, fulcrum shafts and other moving parts periodically to maintain 1.	
free action and reduce wear.
Periodically inspect all moving parts, framework and contact areas for signs 2.	
of wear, fatigue or loosening. Tighten, adjust or replace parts as necessary to 
prevent failure and maintain proper function.
